AWARDS AND RECOGNITION COMMITTEE CRITERIAS
Chapter Achievement Awards
1. Chapters which submit their annual reports, covering activities from July 2008 to June 2009, must be supported by pictures, programs, attendance/ registration forms of the activity, letters, chapter financial reports, photocopy of chapter bank account and others.

2. Chapters must fill the Chapter Achievement Form to be qualified for the award.  
3. Only Chapters who will submit all requirements on or before July 31, 2009 in a hard copy form to the DSAP office will be eligible in the Chapter Achievement Awards. Chapters will be requested to seal their report in an envelope.

4. The committee will review and evaluate all entries.

5. National board will validate the recommendations of the committee.

6. 3 chapters, with the highest points will be awarded as 1st, 2nd and 3rd place.
7. Winners will be notified and be posted in the web before the 13th National Convention.

Ma. Erlinda B. Pascual Lifetime Achievement Awards 
1. A drugstore owner who is a bonafide DSAP member for at least 2 years.
2. Nominees must have been in the drugstore business for at least 10 years.
3. Nominees must have a significant contribution to the development of the chapter.

4. Nominees must have received citations, recognitions and/or awards from local and/or national government, non-government organizations and/or other organizations or establishments related to the drugstore industry.
5. Nomination form must be endorsed and submitted by the chapter to the DSAP office on or before July 31, 2009.

6. Nomination form must contain:

· Nominee’s resume with picture
· Biographic summary of the nominees significant achievements, recognitions, citations,  experiences and commitments to the drugstore business

· Chapter’s brief testimony

7. All entries will be reviewed by the committee.

8. Only 1 nominee will be awarded every year.

Chapter Excellence Awards
1. Chapter Excellence Awards is given to all incumbent excellent chapter awardees who have maintained the weighted grade point average of 85%.
2. These chapters must submit all requirements same as the Chapter Achievement Awards on or before July 31, 2009.
3. Other chapters who will be consistently on the top 3 for 3 consecutive years, and have achieved 85% grade point average every year will be elevated to Chapter Excellence Awards.
4. Chapters must maintain the weighted grade point average to be qualified.  Failure to do so will not earn the chapter the excellence award nor will it not be qualified for the chapter achievement award for the same year.  
5. All awardees are still eligible in special and committee awards.
